Bracket positioning & fixing 
Brackets should be positioned approximately 
100mm (4”) from the ends of the pole. 
Where a system is made in two or more parts, 
joins should be supported by joining brackets. 
 
Detailed bracket assembly can be seen on the 
following pages.

Care and maintenance 
This system can be cleaned using a soft cloth 
and furniture polish. 
 
Please do not use any solvent or chlorine 
based cleaners as this will damage the finish.

Finials 
Attach the finials by locating 
the tab in the coverpole 
and screwing into position 
until secure. Make sure not 
to over tighten.

Fitting the coverpole 
Roll the coverpole into the 
bracket arm and tighten the 
set screw. 
 
It is recommended to fit the 
coverpole first.

Fitting the track  
The track sits on the underside of the brackets,                          
to fit offer the track up and turn the swivel clamps 
until there is a positive click. 
 
When fitting the track  
ensure the higher edge 
of the profile is at the front.

Intermediate support clamps 
On long lengths or curtain stack points, 
we may supply intermediate clamps.   
These are fitted between brackets and 
stop the track drooping away from the 
cover pole.

Joining the pole  
Where coverpoles are made 
in two parts. Push pole ends 
into the joining sleeve and 
push the poles together.  
The coverpole can then drop 
be rolled into the bracket arm.

Joining the track 
Where tracks are made in two parts.  
Push track ends into the joiner and push 
the track together. Ensuring not to track 
the belt,  Turn the clamps at the end of 
the joiner to secure. 
The belt will need to be joined together. 
Belts join at the overlap arm.



Flush Ceiling Brackets 
1.  Mark the position of the brackets. 
2.  Drill holes & insert plugs.  
3.  Screw each bracket into position. 
4.  Push cover plate over arm, the cover is                     
    held in place by magnets. 

 
 

 
 
Fitting coverpole and track  
1. The cover pole sits into bracket arm. Locate in the correct position and tighten the set 
   screw on the underside of the bracket arm.  
2. The track sits on the underside of the brackets, to fit offer the track up and turn the swivel clamps 
    until there is a positive click. 

Single Brackets - Side & Mid 
1.  Mark the position of the brackets. 
2.  Drill holes & insert plugs.  
3.  Screw each bracket into position. 
4.  Push cover plate over arm, the cover is held in place by magnets.                                         
5.  Screw the swivel clamp to the bracket arm, ensuring all the screws are secure.  

 
 

 
 
Single Brackets - Joining

Please note, bracket assembly may vary slightly between diameters from the diagram above.
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Installing the motor 
The 5600 motor can be positioned in two orientations.  
In-line with the track or perpendicular to the track. The position should be determined on 
site by heading type.  
 
Fitting the motor  
1. Offer the motor up into the motor block in the correct orientation. Push into location. 
2. Secure the motor by pushing locking clip into the motor block. 
 

Please note, if using Wave heading the motor should be positioned perpendicular to the track. 
 

 
 
For information on wiring the motor in and setting the end stops please 
refer to the Silent Gliss documentation. 

Adding or removing gliders/rollers 
systems are supplied with gliders/rollers pre-installed in the track, in some instances it may be        
necessary to add or remove gliders/rollers. 
 

Motor end 
Gliders/rollers can only be added or remove when the motor is not attached to the track, if the 
motor is attached to the track remove the locking clip and carefuller remove the motor. 
1.  Locate the plastic cover in the motor block and ease out, this may need a small screw driver. 
2.  Add or remove gliders/rollers through the slot. 
3. Refit the plastic cover into the motor block. 
4. Offer the motor up into the motor block in the correct orientation. push into location. 
5. Secure the motor by pushing locking clip into the motor block. 
 

 
Return end 
1.  Locate the plastic cover in the return block and ease out, this may need a small screw driver. 
2.  Add or remove gliders/rollers through the slot. 
3. Refit the plastic cover into the motor block. 

 
Please note, assembly may vary slightly between glider and roller types and configurations.
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
